WHEREAS, Texarkana Water Utilities conducted a review of its previous annual
budget, calculated FY 2016-2017 water consumption calculations, and proposed an annual
budget for FY 2017-2018 to be used in establishing the water rates; and

WHEREAS, Riverbend Water Resources District held an annual True-Up meeting on
August 16, 2017 at 10:00 a.m. at the Riverbend Offices to discuss the true-up process and
information provided by the City of Texarkana, Texas and its water department through
Texarkana Water Utilities; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Directors of the
Riverbend Water Resources District hereby adopts the FY 2016-2017 Member Entities’ True-Up
and FY 2017-2018 water rates and fees of the Texarkana Water Utilities.

The administration overhead rate has been calculated using 6.04% of total budget water production
costs.

The 2016 True up is not included in the actual water rate. Once the true up has been decided, it
will be billed monthly as an amount on each individual Member City monthly billing.

The infrastructure cost is not included in the actual water rate. Once the cost has been decided. it
will be billed monthly as an amount on each individual Member City monthly billing.

The debt service cost is not included in the actual water rate. Once the cost has been decided, it
will be billed monthly as an amount on each individual Member City monthly billing.

Monthly billings will use estimated gallons as projected in the current budget.

The water rate calculated for 2018 excludes the amount due to Riverbend. Each City will be
responsible for remitting their amount directly to Riverbend.
